For Admission consideration, the follow-
ing materials are required: 
1. A recent comprehensive psychological or 
psychiatric evaluation, including prognosis. 

2. A social history of the child and family or 
a completed Common Application as adopted 
by the State of Texas. 

3. If the child is to be sponsored by the 
Texas Department of Protective and Regula-
tory Services, a level of care determination. 

4. School records including immunization 
records and the result of a recent TB test. 

5. Prior to admission, the results of a physi-
cal examination by a physician or nurse prac-
titioner. 

When these documents are received, an 
answer with regard to possible admission 
will be given as soon as possible, no more 
than twenty-four (24) hours.

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As their functioning allows, community   
sponsored activities such as Little League 
Baseball, Little League Softball, and Little 
Dribblers Basketball are available to our    
residents.  

The children served come to us with a       
variety of difficulties, including learning  
disabilities, behavioral and emotional     
problems, as well as borderline intellectual 
functioning.

Sinclair Children’s Center does not accept 
children with homicidal tendencies or with 
severe addiction disorders, unless they have 
participated in a detox program of sufficient  

Established in 1993 in the deep east Texas 
town of Woodville, the Sinclair Center was          
designed to serve young children.  The rural 
setting provides a relaxed atmosphere 
where children can flourish and work to  
resolve difficulties, which have made      
inpatient residential care the treatment plan 
of choice for them. 

 

Sinclair Children’s Center is licensed by the 
Texas Department of Family and Protective 
Services and currently serves children     
under two (2) licenses. Under the Residen-
tial Treatment Center license  the center has 
a capacity of thirty-five (35), including both 
boys and girls. Intake is limited to children 
between the ages of five (5) and twelve (12) 
and contracts for all levels of care. This 
campus is located at 207 Nellius Street. 
Children do not automatically age out at 
thirteen (13), but an evaluation of the     
continued appropriateness of our setting is 
conducted. The Pecan Street Campus,     
located only (3) three blocks away, falls   
under the Basic Child Care Facility         
licensure and has a capacity of sixteen (16), 
including both boys and girls. Contracted 
levels of care for the Pecan Street Campus 
are Specialized, Moderate, and Basic.  

 

Our location in the piney woods of East 
Texas, not far from Houston, Galveston, 
and Beaumont, affords many opportunities 
for both outdoor recreation and cultural   
enhancement.    

duration.  We also exclude children who 
are incapable of performing simple self-
help skills. 

 

Residential services composed of a     
therapeutic milieu, with caring, trained 
child care staff who supervise 24 hours a 
day and administer a system of               
designed rewards and consequences 
within a level system.  The Level System          
determines the degree of    freedom to   
participate in center activities. 

A board certified child psychiatrist who    
prescribes and monitors necessary medica-
tions and consultation. 

Psychological services and consultation   
provided by referral to licensed Ph.D.      
Psychologist. 

Psychotherapeutic services provided by     
licensed master degreed therapists. 

Educational services provided by Wood-
ville Independent School District.  These 
include services in on-campus facilities, 
and, when the child’s functioning permits 
public school classrooms. 

Local Physicians and our local hospital    
provide routine medical care.  Referrals of 
more difficult medical problems are made 
to specialists in Beaumont, Galveston and 
Houston.  
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
